Communication
and Language

Sing a large repertoire of songs.

Understand why questions.
Pay attention to more than
one thing at a time, which can
be difficult.

Be able to express a point of
view and to debate when they
disagree with an adult or a
friend, using words as well as
actions.

Use a wider range of
vocabulary.

Know many rhymes, be able
to talk about familiar books,
and be able to tell a long
story.

Understand a question or
instruction that has two parts.
Use longer sentences of four
to six words.

Start a conversation with an
adult or a friend and continue
it for many turns.

Use talk to organise
themselves and their play:
"Let's go on a bus... you sit
there... I'll be the driver."

Enjoy listening to longer
stories and can remember
much of what happens.
Develop their pronunciation
but may have problems
saying: some sounds: r, j, the,
h, and sh. multi-syllabic words
such as 'pterodactyl’,
‘planetarium' or
'hippopotamus'.

Develop their
communication, but may
continue to have problems
with irregular tenses and
plurals, such as 'runned' for
'ran’, 'swimmed' for 'swam'.

Use longer sentences of four
to six words.

Expressive Arts
and Design

Show different emotions in
their drawings and paintings.
Draw with increasing
complexity and detail, such as
representing a face with a
circle and including details.
Sing the pitch of a tone sung
by another person ('pitch
match').

Play instruments with
increasing control to express
their feelings and ideas.

Explore different materials
freely.

Make imaginative and
complex 'small worlds' with
blocks and construction kits,
such as a city with different
buildings and a park.
Respond to what they have
heard, expressing their
thoughts and feelings.

Use drawing to represent
ideas like movement or loud
noises.

Listen with increased
attention to sounds.

Create their own songs, or
improvise a song around one
they know.

Begin to develop complex
stories using small world
equipment.

Join different materials and
explore different textures.
Develop their own ideas and
then decide which materials
to use to express them.

Take part in pretend play,
using an object to represent
something else.

Create closed shapes with
continuous lines, and begin to
use these shapes to represent
objects.

Sing the melodic shape
(moving melody, such as up
and down, down and up) of
familiar songs.
